Findings

Bones:

The radiograph shows no fractures or dislocations, and the bone density appears normal. There
are no lytic or sclerotic lesions noted, indicating healthy bone structures.

Joints:

The joint spaces are well-maintained without any evidence of joint effusion. There are no signs of
degenerative changes or subluxation, suggesting that the joints are in good condition.

Soft tissues:

There is noticeable soft tissue swelling around the lateral malleolus. However, no soft tissue
calcifications or foreign bodies are identified, implying that the swelling is likely due to recent
injury rather than a chronic issue.



Additional observations:

A small plantar calcaneal spur is observed, which may contribute to heel pain. Additionally, there
is a mild periosteal reaction on the distal fibula, which might indicate a response to previous
trauma or stress.

Impression

The soft tissue swelling around the lateral malleolus is suggestive of a ligamentous injury, but no
acute osseous abnormalities are detected. The presence of a mild plantar calcaneal spur should
be noted, although it is not the primary concern.
