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Interpretation

Less effective ways of cognitively reappraising a stressful or demanding situation include self-blame, rumination (replaying
unpleasant memories and emotions), catastrophizing (thinking of the situation as being worse than it actually is) and blaming others.
More effective ways of cognitively reappraising one’s emotions include acceptance, positive refocusing (redirecting one’s focus
towards other, unrelated, pleasant things), positive reappraisal (seeing the positives from the difficult situation) and putting into
perspective.

The average for each of the dimensions, from a sample of 301 adults is as follows:
Note that there are two average scores since data was collected during two different times.

» Self-blame = 8.22, 8.56

» Acceptance = 11.01, 10.43

* Rumination = 10.46, 10.11

+ Positive refocusing = 10.01, 9.79

+ Refocus on planning = 13.03, 12.57

+ Positive reappraisal = 12.46, 12.30

+ Putting into perspective = 11.64, 11.26
+ Catastrophizing = 6.05, 6.05

+ Blaming others = 6.38, 6.0
