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Scoring and interpretation

Each item on the CSI-32 is scored on a scale ranging from 0 to 5 points. The exception is Item 1 since it is
on a scale of 0 to 6. It's important to note that some items are reverse-scored. For these items, the point
values are inverted (e.g.,5=0,4=1,3=2,2=3,1=4,0=05). This includes the following items: 6, 10, 15,
26, 28, 30, and 32.

To obtain the total score, sum the points from all 32 items. The total score can range from 0 to 161 points.

Higher scores indicate higher levels of relationship satisfaction. CSI-32 scores falling below 104.5 suggest
notable relationship dissatisfaction.
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
